The Raes lab (VIB, KU Leuven) is hiring a motivated postdoc in the computational analysis of shotgun (meta)genomics and genotyping data, with a particular emphasis on human-associated microbial communities in health and disease. 

The project will focus on bioinformatics/statistics method development for joint host and microbiota data analysis and/or their application on large scale (meta)genomics datasets generated within the Flemish Gut Flora project cohort (n>5000), disease cohorts as well as international projects (e.g FP7 MetaCardis). In particular, this project will focus on the development of methods for associating of host genotype with microbiome composition and functioning.

Candidates should have an excellent track record in (human) genetics/genomics, strong bioinformatics skills, be team players as well as able to work independently.
VIB-KULeuven is an exciting, interdisciplinary research institute with excellent facilities (e.g. proteomics, next-gen sequencing) and research groups in e.g. gastroenterology, immunology, microbiology, clinical genetics and genomics, molecular and cellular biology and translational research. The Raes lab is located on the Gasthuisberg campus of the KU Leuven (Fac. of Medicine) and has on-site sample processing, high-throughput computing resources as well as next-gen sequencing facilities (hiSeq. PacBio, 454).
